Reflection on Eucharist Prayer for Reconciliation |

“Look kindly, most compassionate father, on those who unite to yourself by the sacrifice of your son,
and grant that, by the power of the Holy Spirit, as they partake of this one bread and one chalice, they
may be gathered into one body in Christ, who heals every division.” We continue our reflection upon
Eucharistic prayer for reconciliation |. Notice that in this prayer the priest calls down the Holy Spirit. He
already did that before the consecration. However, the Holy Spirit was poured out upon the gifts of
bread and wine that they become the body and blood of Christ. This time, however, the Holy Spirit is
poured down upon all of us who partake of the one bread and one chalice that we would be gathered
into one body in Christ who heals every division. Here we see the fruit of the Eucharist as unity in the
body of Christ. When we are made one with Christ in the Eucharist, we are at the same time made one
with each other.

Unity and agape love are the two chief fruits of the Eucharist. When | gaze upon the world and my
country, | see disunity and division. The good news is that things and people can change for the better.
We can strive to bring God'’s unity to our world. Though the holy Eucharist, we can become one in mind

and heart as we serve the Lord and one another. We truly have a hidden treasure to offer our broken
world.
